� Haiti has the highest per capita missionary 

population among Western countries. 
 
� Haitian Christian leaders and missions groups have 

established Christian schools which currently 
educate over 60% of Haitian school children. 

 
� Most Haitian teachers have less than a grade 10 

education (Haitian standards), yet they believe that 
God has called them at this time, for this 
generation, to impact their country for Christ and 
to help reverse Haiti’s spiritual and social decline. 

 
� In the current political climate Christian leaders in 

Haiti have “understood the times” and believed 
that “the Spirit of the Lord will lift up a standard” 
against the forces that have decimated the nation. 
Their conviction is that Christian education 
training for teachers, principals, and directors will 
play a key role in raising the standard and fulfilling 
the vision.
